Summary   

Mobilize potential shoebox donors in designated area to become actively involved in 

sharing the hope of Jesus Christ through Operation Christmas Child (OCC) by 

engaging local print, radio, and TV media.   

   

Primary Responsibilities   

• Work within the Area Team’s strategy to identify and develop opportunities to pursue media coverage 

for the entire Area Team for local print, radio, and TV   

• Become familiar with and follow the strategy, timeline, and Core 4 templates outlined in the training   

• Utilize approved OCC Tool Kit and newsroom resources in order to communicate OCC coverage 

opportunities to media outlets and earn free media coverage for the project   

• Actively seek and pitch media-worthy opportunities from the entire Area Team   

• Facilitate media opportunities for Interview Ready volunteers on the Area Team   

• Submit story ideas to headquarters to be used for Samaritan’s Purse videos, web stories, national media 

stories, and social media   

• Facilitate incoming media requests for the Area Team by acting as the point of contact and responding 

quickly, especially during peak months   

   

Qualifications   

Spiritually mature Christian with strong interpersonal and communication skills, and a solid working knowledge 

of Microsoft Office. Must be persistent, detail-oriented, organized, teachable, called to engage the media, and 

committed to the ministry goals of SP/OCC. An individual email account, reliable phone connectivity, and 

access to MyOCC is required.   

   

Training Expectations    

• Participate in initial online training 

• Participate in Annual and Ministry Specific Training   

• Attend regional events and Area Team meetings   

• Attend Connect Conferences (encouraged)   

   

Volunteer Time Commitment    

• One year, may hold ministry position for multiple terms. Term may be ended at any time by 

volunteer or OCC Regional Point of Contact   

• Time commitment of 1 to 5 hours per week, likely increasing to 5 to 10 hours per week during peak

We believe the Bible to be the inspired, the only infallible, authoritative Word of God. 1 Thessalonians 

2:13; 2 Timothy 3:15-17.   

   

We believe that there is one God, eternally existent in three persons:  Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. Matthew 28:19; John 10:30; 

Ephesians 4:4-6.   

   

We believe in the deity of the Lord Jesus Christ, in His virgin birth, in His sinless life, in His miracles, in His vicarious and atoning 

death through His shed blood on the cross, in His bodily resurrection, in His ascension to the right hand of the Father, and in His 

personal return in power and glory.   Matthew 1:23; John 1:1-4 and 1:29; Acts 1:11 and 2:2224; Romans 8:34; 1 Corinthians 15:3-

4; 2 Corinthians 5:21; Philippians 2:5-11; Hebrews 1:1-4 and 4:15.   

   

We believe that all men everywhere are lost and face the judgment of God, that Jesus Christ is the only way of salvation, and that 

for the salvation of lost and sinful man, repentance of sin and faith in Jesus Christ results in regeneration by the Holy Spirit. Luke 

24:46-47; John 14:6; Acts 4:12; Romans 3:23; 2 Corinthians 5:10-11; Ephesians1:7 and 2:8-9; Titus 3:4-7.   

   

We believe in the present ministry of the Holy Spirit, whose indwelling enables the Christian to live a godly life. John 3:5-8; Acts 

1:8 and 4:31; Romans 8:9; 1 Corinthians 2:14; Galatians 5:16-18; Ephesians 6:12; Colossians 2:6-10.   

   

We believe in the resurrection of both the saved and the lost; the saved unto the resurrection of eternal life and the lost unto the 

resurrection of damnation and eternal punishment.  1 Corinthians 15:51-57; Revelation 20:11-15.   

   

We believe in the spiritual unity of believers in the Lord Jesus Christ and that all true believers are members of His body, the 

church.  1 Corinthians 12:12, 27; Ephesians1:22-23.   

   

We believe that the ministry of evangelism and discipleship is a responsibility of all followers of Jesus Christ.  Matthew 28:18-20; 

Acts 1:8; Romans 10:9-15; 1 Peter 3:15.   

   

We believe God’s plan for human sexuality is to be expressed only within the context of marriage, that God created man and 

woman as unique biological persons made to complete each other. God instituted monogamous marriage between male and 

female as the foundation of the family and the basic structure of human society.  For this reason, we believe that marriage is 

exclusively the union of one genetic male and one genetic female.  Genesis 2:24; Matthew 19:5-6; Mark 10:6-9; Romans 1:26-27; 

1Corinthians 6:9.   

   

We believe that we must dedicate ourselves to prayer, to the service of our Lord, to His authority over our lives, and to the 

ministry of evangelism.   Matthew 9:35-38; 22:37-39, and 28:18-20; Acts 1:8; Romans 10:9-15 and 12:20-21; Galatians 6:10; 

Colossians 2:6-10; 1 Peter 3:15.   

   

We believe that human life is sacred from conception to its natural end; and that we must have concern for the physical and 

spiritual needs of our fellowmen.   Psalm 139:13; Isaiah 49:1; Jeremiah 1:5; Matthew 22:37-39; Romans 12:20-21; Galatians 6:10.
