(NCW) in prayer

Participate in and promote OCC prayer events: 31 Days of Prayer, Days of Prayer and Fasting

Provide updates and reports to Area Coordinator

Serve as a Prayer Network Partner regularly praying for the ministry of OCC

Qualifications

Spiritually mature Christian with strong interpersonal skills. Must be connected to and knowledgeable of
designated geographical area and be committed to the ministry goals of SP/OCC. Must be called to engage
others in the ministry of prayer and believe in the reality of spiritual warfare. Must be willing to undergo a
background check. Regular access to an individual email account and MyOCC is required.

Coordinator or Regional Point of Contact

Participate in Annual and Ministry Specific Training

Attend regional events and Area Team meetings

Attend annual Connect Conference (encouraged)

Volunteer Time Commitment

One year, may hold ministry position for multiple terms. Term may be ended at any time by
volunteer or OCC Regional Point of Contact

Time commitment of 2 to 5 hours per week, likely increasing to 15 hours per week during National
Collection Week
